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ABSTRACT

This report has been held out by the Centre for Research on Women’s Issues and the Migrant Women Support Network (DESME) in the context of the European programme for integration and migration (EPIM). Its main objective is to look at the ways in which migrant organisations present their case about migrant interests to the media in five EU countries.

The project will relate to the widespread interest that migrant community organisations in many EU countries have had in presenting their case for equal treatment to the press and broadcasting media. Whilst much of this work has been concerned with providing responses to negative reportage on matters concerning migrants, the project will attempt to go beyond this to examine the possibilities that might exist to pro-actively present positive messages and to look for opportunities to improve the overall tone of the public conversation.

The report discusses Greek media and its relation with the immigrants and how they react towards them, also represents a historical overview about immigrants in Greece and their problems in order to understand the whole picture and to figure out the best ways that can be used to fulfil the objective of the project.
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1.  INTRODUCTION

This report aims to give a concise overview of the media coverage on immigrant’s issues in Greece in order to look at the ways in which migrant’s organization can present their case about their own interests and problems to the media in a proper, fair and positive way.

The report presents the historical overview of immigrants in Greece, and how until recently, Greece was a migration sender rather than host country, while since 1989 the country was quickly converted into a host of mainly undocumented immigrants from eastern and central Europe, the former Soviet Union, as well as from the Third World. The dramatic and sudden increase of immigrant influx was an unexpected phenomenon for both the government and the population. The new situation has been characterized by administrative and political confusion with regard to migration policy. 
It also presents the main problems that the immigrants in Greece face. We must mention here that apart from the aforementioned similarities among all the European counties, Greece’s immigration problem has certain characteristics that are not shared by other countries immigrants problems.

Beside the common problems that they share with other migrants allover the world immigrants in Greece have special problems like the problems with the legalization proceedings, limitation of their rights, plus others which all affect their integration in the local community and all these problems have been ignored by the media for a long time.

Also it presents the way mass media report on immigrant’s issues, and underlines the importance of media in affecting the thinking of broad public opinion towards immigrants, and how most of the time mass media affect people's attitudes as well as our common knowledge about immigrants but not always in the expected and desired ways. The active democratic role of the mass media in society can be influenced by a number of factors, for example the way the mass media represent, focus and give voice to different actors and incidents in society could have the unintentional result of strengthening a racist discourse instead of fighting against it. 

Finally, the report explains the attitude of Greek media towards immigrant, and how this attitude affects the situation of immigrants in Greece, and the different types of Greek media like newspapers, television channels, broadcast radios and their role in representing immigrants issue, and it focus on the great role that the broadcast radio play in opening a channel of communication with the thousands of immigrants who live and work in Greece. In the other hand the report presents migrant’s media in Greece and discusses their role in conveying their message to the public as well as the role of migrant’s communities in reflecting their own voices into public .

2. IMMIGRANTS IN GREECE 
2.1 Historical overview of immigrants in Greece

Immigration into Greece started in the last two decades (late 80’s - early 1990s), during when 90% of immigrants entered through illegal processes and 80% of those immigrants come from the neighbourhood countries.

Since that time Greece has struggled not only with immigration policy but also with acquiring even approximate data on the extent and type of immigration into the country and after several years of mass illegal immigration, Greece reluctantly initiated in 1998 its first legalization programme for undocumented, “non legal” immigrants which was followed by another two programmes in 2001 and 2005 respectively.

The actual number of immigrants is not yet accurately known, and it depends on estimations: the estimated number for immigrants in Greece is one million (only 500.000 of them are legalized) which is about 10% of the Greek population.

Until recently, Greece was a migration sender rather than host country A brief historical overview of immigration trends into Greece since the 20th century, is limited mainly to inflows from the Balkans due to the Balkan wars, and to refugees from Asia Minor (approximately 1,4 million in the 1920s and again around 350,000 in the 1950s from Istanbul) and from Egypt. These refugees were principally of Greek origin; they were integrated into the host society very quickly, basically for foreign policy reasons, and their impact on Greek economy and commerce was positive. 
On 1989, the country was quickly Converted into a host of mainly undocumented immigrants from eastern and central Europe, the former Soviet Union, as well as from the Third World. The dramatic and sudden increase of immigrant influx was an unexpected phenomenon for both the government and the population. The new situation has been characterized by administrative and political confusion with regard to migration policy, and an over-representation of irregular/illegal immigrants working in conditions of informality across the Greek economy. An increase in xenophobic behavior and racism has been registered from the mid-1990s.
At the eve of the 1990s Greece lacked a legal framework for the control and management of immigration. The first law that tackled the influx of foreigners into the country was the law 1975 of 1991 with the eloquent title ‘Entry, exit, sojourn, employment, removal of aliens, procedure for the recognition of refugees and other measures’. The aim was mainly to curb migration, to facilitate removals of undocumented migrants apprehended near the borders and, if possible, to remove illegal aliens sojourning in Greece. 
The law made nearly impracticable the entry and stay of economic migrants, seeking for jobs. In the years that followed, hundreds of thousands of immigrants came to Greece without documents or permits. They crossed the northern mountainous borders between Albania or Bulgaria and Greece on foot at night, or landed with small dinghies on the Greek islands of the Aegean or Crete (usually with the ‘help’ of human smuggling networks). Some arrived at Greek airports with tourist visas and they overstayed, and others, crossed the northern Greek borders by bus, pretending that they were traveling for leisure. 
By the end of 90’s it became increasingly evident that immigrants were here to stay and that the new phenomenon could not only be managed through stricter border control and massive removal operations. The presidential decrees 358/1997 and 359/1997 inaugurated the first immigrant regularization programme, which took place in spring 1998. In total, 371,641 immigrants applied for the white card (limited duration permit) which was the first step in applying for the temporary stay permit or green card (of 1, 2 or 5 year duration). 
Only 212,860 undocumented foreigners managed to submit an application for a green card. The main reason for this was that while this first regularization programme was ambitious in its conception and rather open in its conditions, it met with insurmountable organizational and practical difficulties. For one, the state services responsible for managing the programme were hardly prepared to receive and process the hundreds of thousands of applications. In addition, proof of legal employment for a minimum number of days was an important prerequisite; the reluctance of many employers to pay social insurance contributions made it very difficult for very many applicants to meet this requirement. As a result, a significant number of applications were unsuccessful in passing to the second but necessary phase of the green card application phase, and despite the repeated extensions of the deadlines, presumably fell back into undocumented status. Nonetheless, this Programme lay the first foundations in Greece for an institutional framework able to deal with immigration. 
In addition, the data collected through the regularization procedure offered some first insights to the socio-economic and demographic features of the immigrant population.
In 2001, and before the first regularization programme had come to a close, the government issued a new law (law 2910/2001) entitled ‘Entry and sojourn of foreigners in the Greek territory. Naturalization and other measures’. This law had a twofold aim. First, it included a second regularization programme that aimed at attracting all the applicants who had not been able to benefit from the 1998 ‘amnesty’ as well as the thousands of new immigrants who had, in the meantime, arrived in Greece. Second, the new law created the necessary policy framework to deal with immigration in the medium to long term. Thus, it provided not only for issues relating to border control but also for channels of legal entry to Greece for employment, family reunion, return to their country of origin (for ethnic Greeks abroad), and also studies or asylum seeking. It also laid down the conditions for naturalization of aliens residing in the country.  Another 370,000 immigrants applied to acquire legal status within the framework of the new programme. Even though the implementation phase had been more carefully planned, organizational issues arose quickly. In the Athens metropolitan area in particular, the four special immigration offices set up by the regional government to receive 
and process the applications were unable to deal with the huge workload they were faced with.  Following repeated recommendations on behalf of trade unions, NGOs, and the Greek Ombudsman the law was revised and the relevant deadlines extended. Nonetheless, resources were still insufficient as work and stay permits continued to be issued for one year period only.
Only in January 2004 (Act 3202/2003) did the government decide to issue permits of two-year duration, thereby facilitating the task of both the administration and the immigrant applicants. Unfortunately, many of the provisions of this programme remain on paper. In effect, during this period most budgetary efforts were geared on completing the preparations for the Athens 2004 Olympic Games and the political spheres were concentrating on the national elections of 7 March 2004 and intra-party politics. 
Now, in view of the disconcerting prospects of the post-Olympic Games economy that are expected, the integration of the immigrant population may be attributed the attention and priority it deserves on the Government agenda.  In August 2005, the Greek Parliament adopted a new immigration bill on ‘Entry, stay and integration of third country nationals in Greece’ that will be effective as of 1st January 2006. The objective of this new legislation is to rationalize the co-ordination of Greece’s immigration policy, simplify procedures and cut down bureaucracy. The core innovative features include unifying residence and work permits into one document, clarifying family re-unification conditions, addressing the status of victims of human trafficking and strengthening regional migration commissions. 
However, this bill has been criticized for continuing to ignore the majority of the country’s illegal migrant population and effectively hinders approximately 70% of these immigrants from obtaining residence permits. The Greek Minister of Interior has reacted to these criticisms by noting that the necessary changes will be made if gaps or problems surface during the law’s implementation.

2.2. Problems of immigrants in Greece

Apart from the aforementioned similarities among all the European countries, Greece’s immigration problem has certain characteristics that are not shared by other countries.

2.2.1. Legal proceedings problems:

a) Delay in the process of the renewing of the residence permit.
Overextended proceeding of applications was Achilles’ heel in the process of legalization. Migrants were waiting their residence permits for abnormal periods from four up to fourteen months, 8-9 months at average. Some ironic cases became widely known when the immigrants after waiting more than one year received residence permits two months after that had already expired. Many analysts consider the triple trinomial chain of municipality-prefecture-periphery as a main factor in application proceeding retardation. Slow communication between these institutions consequently responsible for the process of issuing residence and labour permits as well as lack of operative link with police, social insurance and migrants create a great problem of a normally bureaucratic procedure. However, despite all the changes an old problem of prolonged wait makes immigrants actually hostages of the Greek bureaucratic system, since an immigrant cannot leave the country without holding residence permit, only with the document of submission. If he/she does, it will be impossible for him/her to return to Greece or receive entrance visa based on submission document. When he/she finally receives residence permit, it turned out to be valid only for three-four months at best. Therefore, most of immigrants in Greece, despite being officially defined as “legalized”, find themselves “under legalized” or else with limited rights.
b) High fee.
Immigrants have to pay 150 euros registration fee every two years for renewal stages of the residence permit process for each person – member of the family. Beside that the residence permit needs a specific number of the social security units (ensima) and some times the immigrants are not able to manage the sufficient number of social security units which withdraw them to the illegal situation.
2.2.2.   Integration of immigrants in the Greek society.

In Greece, immigrant’s participation in public life, has been hampered by the longstanding undocumented or insecure status of most of them. Moreover, the flawed Organization of both regularization programmes made immigrants particularly suspicious about the intents of such programmes, and paradoxically encouraged them to remain in the shadow of Greek society and economy. Moreover, most immigrants were too busy making ends meet and not being caught by the police to find the time (and energy) to organize in associations.  Taking into account that foreigners – including those of Greek ethnic origin – constitute about 9% of the total Greek population and over 11% of the Greek labour force, their record of civic activism is truly limited. It is fair to say that the institutional and legal framework of migration in Greece has up to now provided them with very limited opportunities to participate in public life.
2.2.3.  Limitation of the immigrant’s rights

Immigrants civic rights have been limited in many respects:
-Second generation immigrants born in Greece do not receive birth certificates. Their parents are given a hospital certificate only. Without a birth certificate many find it difficult to register their children for school even though previous law states that ANY child documented or not has the right to attend public school. Parents have difficulty in including children in their insurance documents and green cards because you need a passport or a birth certificate.

At the age of 18 the child is no longer considered a member of the family, as opposed to EU citizens at age of 21 years and is required to obtain individual legal status entering the legalization process acquiring residency as any first timer would. If they choose to continue their studies they need a passport to register for the exams required.
- Immigrant’s organizations are excluded from participating in the institutional consultations dealing with issues that concern immigrants.

- Section II of the Greek Constitution (2001), referring to Individual and Social Rights, provides with 18 sets of rights applicable to all individuals living in Greece. Of these, there are eight articles in which the exercise of a right is reserved to Greek citizens only. Thus, immigrants who are legal residents do not have the right to rally (article 11) nor to enter into associations (article 12). 
Moreover, law 2910/2001 and Circular 32089/10641/26.5.1993 of the Ministry of the Interior, discriminate against immigrants with regard to the processing of and response to naturalization applications. Such provisions do not impede civic participation as such but generally create a climate of mistrust between the state and the immigrant aspiring to become a national and to be fully integrated into the host society. Furthermore, law 2910/2001 states that immigrants are required to report any change of address, job or employer to the authorities, though restrictions to mobility within Greek territory do not apply.

-.With regard to formal participation in the country’s political life, voting and standing for elections at the national level is still restricted to Greek citizens only. Immigrant naturalization and full political participation overall remains a sensitive issue. There is no special consulting or other bodies at the state or local level encouraging immigrant participation even without the right to vote. Given that non-Greeks do not have political rights it follows that they cannot become official party members. The exception is with regard to Cypriots that are able to be party members.  In recent years there has been a number of parliamentarians that include immigrants in their team, and some political parties refer to immigrants that are informally closely associated with the party or that participate (generally as observers) in party conventions as ‘friends of the party.’ This informal network and affiliation facilitates a flow of information between the immigrant communities and the political elites.
3.  MEDIA 

3.1 Introduction

The power of the media to set the public agenda, to focus public attention on a few key public issues, is an immense and well-documented influence. Not only do people acquire factual information about public affairs from the media, readers and viewers also learn how much importance to attach to a topic on the basis of the emphasis placed on it by the media. Newspapers provide a host of cues about the salience of the topics in the daily news – lead story on page one, other front page display, large headlines, etc. Television news also offers numerous cues about salience – the opening story on the newscast, length of time devoted to the story, etc. These cues repeated day after day effectively communicate the importance of each topic. In other words, the media can set the agenda for the publics.

In recent years, media has greatly increased the coverage of conflicts and problems involving immigrants. But unfortunately articles stereotyping immigrants as aggressive criminals are common, largely as a result of a bias in topic selection focusing on rape, violent, killing– all of which find a graphic portrayal in headlines, text, pictures and layout.

At the same time, the media raises the level of public anxiety over these actions by highlighting news related to the integration of immigrants and the formation of a multicultural society.

3.2. Greek media

Greek media are new to the field of ethnic issue reporting. First and foremost, a distinction should be made between two main categories, the newspapers and TV channels and radio stations. 
A large part of the daily press and private TV channels adopt a rather ethnocentric, xenophobic, and racist at times standpoint, promoting a view of Greece as culturally and ethnically 'pure' and homogeneous. A smaller proportion of the daily press and few TV channels show a sensitive approach towards minority and immigration matters, certain openness to cultural and ethnic diversity. 

 A common practice is to report events or news concerning minorities from the perspective of dominant political actors, such as the government, state authorities, or the police. Reporters usually stick to the official version of events even when this is blatantly inaccurate. The minority viewpoint, if and when reported, is presented as 'inferior' and serves only to justify the dominant views. The latter is obviously the case with low class, powerless social strata of the Greek society as well. 
Another interesting feature of media reporting of minority issues is the almost complete absence of any reference to immigrant’s problems.
On the contrary NGO activists who stand up for minority and immigrant rights are sometimes represented as national traitors, people serving their own self-interests or 'agents' of some foreign power. Their views and actions are thus discredited. 

Also minority or immigrant rights are never on the media agenda as collective political rights. The coverage concerns mainly the improvement of their living or working conditions, their access to education or work, but not their politicization as non-Greek cultural or migrants and minorities that comprise a part of Greece. Moreover moderate and progressive media fail to castigate and criticize the explicitly racist language often used by politicians and the press or TV channels. 

Any sympathetic reporting on minority issues focuses on their poor living and working conditions and their limited access to education and the job market is reported as a generous concession of the majority rather than as a response to the rights of the minority. In addition, although the Government is generally reported to condemn racist and xenophobic attitudes and behavior, it also engages in controversial statements and policies that violate the civil rights of immigrants  (for example, by the occasional 'sweep' operations, as if immigrants were some kind of 'garbage' that needs to be swept from the Greek 'floor'). These policies aim to appease public opinion, usually fuelled by racist and xenophobic media coverage.

On the other side, media tend to focus on three main issues concerning immigrants:

A) Migration and criminality

As far as criminality is concerned, media tend to present certain national groups (basically Albanians) as the prime suspects, held responsible for the rise of criminality in the country. 

B) Social racism and xenophobia

 Social racism and xenophobia were enforced by the media, by using the argument of “diminution of the city.”  Any kind of concentration of immigrants in a location of the city created the fear of an unspecified threat.

C) The discrimination against different groups of immigrants.

The discrimination against different national groups is common in the media.

Despite all of the above, it is interesting to note that over the last couple of years, popular television programmes, serials and reality shows have been including immigrants in their casting. More importantly though, small television stations such as Kanali 10 provide news in Russian and Albanian. 

Broad cast radio stations 
Broad cast radio stations opened a channel of communication with the thousands of immigrants who live and work in Greece through their programmes, for example:
-Athena Municipal Radio 9.84" 

since the Athens 2004 Olympic Games, "Air 104.4" FM, the municipal radio station's foreign-language component, has opened a channel of communication with the thousands of immigrants, and visitors, through its informative and entertaining programme schedule that is broadcasted in 12 languages. These stations do not view the migrant issue as a problem but rather a reality which can bring about myriad positive consequences for society as a whole. 

Athens International Radio, the foreign-language station of Athena Municipal Radio 9.84 FM, broadcasts 24 hours a day, opened a channel of communication, AIR 104.4 broadcasts news daily in English, French and German through its exclusive collaboration with the BBC, French radio RFI and German radio Deutsche Welle.  From Monday to Friday it broadcasts news programmes in six languages in two zones (11:00-12:00 & 20:00-21:30), chiefly Albanian and Russian, whose speakers represent two of largest migrant communities in Athens city. Programmes aimed at children and women are aired in Albanian and Russian on Saturday and Sunday.  News programmes are aired Monday to Friday, 14:30-15:00, in German, Spanish, Arabic and Italian. 
-FILIA - Friendship - 665 AM: 

The aim is both to allow immigrants maintain contact with the place and to be updated daily in their own language, on the other hand the "Friendship" functions as a means of overcoming prejudice and xenophobic attitudes that often lead to racism as in many European countries.
The "Friendship" aims to foster mutual acceptance and feelings of solidarity between locals and migrants, with a means of informing and of course music to add another building block in the edifice called friendship of peoples. The "Friendship" speak 12 languages, English, French, German, Arabic, Spanish, Russian, Romanian, Turkish, servokroatika, Bulgarian, Albanian and Polish. 

-Radio 1812:

Radio 1812 is an initiative of the organization «December 18net» (December 18, is the international World Day of the immigrant, to emphasize the human rights of migrants) which deals with the defence of human rights of migrant workers and their families. It was the first global daily radio presented, linking communities worldwide and the concerns of immigrants and celebrated their achievements.

The modest positive change in the media coverage of minority and immigration issues may be related to the improvement of international relations between Greece and neighboring countries. It is also linked to cultural initiatives undertaken by known artists and media people promoting understanding and receptiveness towards diversity as well as the mobilization of NGO activists and a small number of intellectuals to whom the more moderate newspapers occasionally give access. Plus the positive role that immigrants play in the national economy (catering, among other things, to labor shortages in low status and low paying jobs in agriculture and the service sector) has made the Greek people and media more open to them. In addition some of the immigrants have the chance to write in the Greek media especially newspapers like “Elephtherotypia”, “Ta Nea” and also radio stations like sky, Athena Municipal Radio 9.84, and community voice radio. Also Greek NGOs - in cooperation with European and international organizations - make extensive use of electronic media in the production and diffusion of their work. The first internet TV channel “tvxs” also presents and discusses on a regular basis migration issues. 
3.3. Migrant’s media

In Greece there are two types of migrant’s media, the newspapers, magazines and the electronic media /Websites. 


3.3.1- Newspapers and magazines:

There are more than 19 immigrants’ newspapers that are published in Greece and they represent most of the immigrants communities like Albanian, Russian, Bulgarian, Pakistani, Polish, Filipino and Arabian. They are being published  four Albanian, three Arabic, two Russian, seven Bulgarian and one Armenian, Romanian, Filipinas, Pakistani newspapers and magazines.  These newspapers usually issued weekly and monthly and convey the general news from Greek newspapers, with emphasizing on the news that concern immigrant’s issues. There is also companies that established in order to develop newspapers, magazines and other multimedia applications targeting the growing number of foreign citizens living permanently in Greece or visiting for a rather short period of time like International Media Network. At the present time IMN ( International Media Network) publishes six (6) weekly newspapers in six languages (Polish, Russian, Albanian, Bulgarian, Romanian and Filipino) and a monthly Albanian magazine, all of them aiming the constantly expanding market of foreign language readers. IMN also produces a number of radio programmes in the above mentioned languages, aired by the Athens Municipal Radio Station 104.4 MHZ on an everyday basis. IMN is the owner of two publishing houses which specialize in history books in the Greek language and both fiction and non fiction in Albanian, Bulgarian and Russian.

There are also Greek magazines such as:

-Metoikos which is consider as a voice for migrants and refugees. It is a joint effort by local foreign communities, and a brainchild of the Athens News Agency (ANA), as part of the European EQUAL initiative, which targets discrimination and inequality. The first issue was in Greek and English, with brief summaries of the contents in Albanian, Arabic and Turkish, 20 of the 23 people who work on Metoikos are foreign-born residents of Greece. 

-Diavatirio is also a magazine that has been created in order to constitute a channel of communication for the immigrants who live in Greece. They provide all legal information concerning migrants in Greece, plus that it can be considered as a voice of the immigrants since they accept and publicise everything from immigrants, comments, observations, proposals, texts, reportage, news, events etc. Immigrants can send their texts in Greek, Albanian, English or French.  And if immigrants belong to an organization or association they can publish in Diavatirio site the action, statements, certain programmed event of these organizations.


3.3.2.   -Electronic media- websites-:

There are a lot of websites that present the different immigrants communities through their organizations or associations publicising and reflecting the activities and the news of these communities. Moreover there are also websites that operate as electronic news -websites that present, general local news, in addition to the news that concern immigrants like Jala which is a Pakistani website, Diavatirio website and the Forum (Greek forum for immigrants-consisting of 38 communities and organizations)website. The Forum website allows Greece NGOs, Europe countries to contact   and recognize the efforts of immigrants for a better tomorrow. The site disseminates information and supports the rights of immigrants and has information about each community, each organization and the programmes and activities undertaken.
Role of migrant’s communities in reflecting their own voices into public:

Most of the migrant’s communities in Greece are well organized and have organization or association that represent them; moreover there is what is called Greek forum of immigrants which is an informal network of immigrant Organizations (Communities). It was founded in September 2002 from 9 Communities and it now consists of 38 organizations. This network serves as the voice of all immigrants in Greece and takes the responsibility of supporting and facilitating easy access of immigrant’s issues into the public.

Also immigrants in Greece usually use the press conferences and campaigns in particular in the international days that are devoted to migration and immigrants. For example in 2007 there was a big campaign in the international day of immigrants and it was called  Radio 1812 this event or campaign was dedicated to International Migrants Day, producing and broadcasting programmes from radios worldwide. Immigrants in Greece for the first time had the opportunity to speak directly to at least half a million Greeks inside and outside the country.
3.4 European projects

There are a lot of European projects about migrants and the media which have been implemented in Greece in the last few years for example:

1-EQUAL programmes:
One of these programmes is the Promotion and Development of Multicultural Media. This project aims to fight discrimination in the following areas:

-The Media as working places.

-The Media, as a way to promote and develop new ideas and culture through the production and transmission of multicultural programmes.

-The Media, as a way to form and influence the public opinion for fighting stereotypes and different forms of discrimination.

And in order to fulfil these aims they created Migrant Community Radios. The Community Radios are stations which broadcast on the internet and created by the "Network for the Promotion and Development of Multicultural Media -ComMedia.Net". 

Another project within the context of the European Initiative EQUAL is  
”The Community Radios” which are Multicultural Radios called  "Community Voice" . 
Community Voice radio operates in Thessalonica and Athens with a view to eliminate social exclusion and discrimination. It appeals to everyone, especially to people who belong in minority groups and even more to young people. It’s a multicultural radio station that promotes an essential connection between different cultural groups, the civic society and the mass media. 
-Community Voice Magazine # 01 it is a regular edition of ARSIS which is part of the same programme (ComMedia - Network for the Promotion of Multicultural Media)

2-Online/More Colour in the Media (OLMCM) programmes :

 Is a network of minority organizations and multicultural NGO’s, local and national broadcast media, training institutes and media education organizations, aiming to improve the representation of ethnic minorities in the media. Is represented in Greece by "DIMITRA" Institute of Training and Development S.A . 

“Online/More Colour in the Media” organizes every year a European Week of Media and Minorities. The chosen week is the one between Monday 20 and Sunday 26 March 2006, as they keep 21 March, the UN Day against Racism, as the central date of the week. The European Week of Media and Minorities is an annual event bringing together producers and audiences to promote more diversity in the media.
4. CONCLUSION 

Despite all the above, we should note that over the last few years, there are improvements in the media coverage of minority and immigration issues, which may be related to the influence of the European policies on this matter,  as well as greater visibility of migrants as a whole.  It is also linked to cultural initiatives undertaken by known artists and media people promoting understanding and receptiveness towards diversity, as well as the mobilization of NGO activists and a small number of intellectuals to whom the more progressive newspapers occasionally give access. An important positive role has been played the realization of migrants’ contribution in the national economy.
Although to some extent, many aspects of the picture painted here are rather bleak, there are a handful of positive highlights regarding immigrant integration. During the last years, Greek NGOs and state organizations have participated more actively in European Social Fund and European Commission programmes combating discrimination and exclusion. They have thus contributed to public awareness campaigns in favour of immigrant inclusion in Greek society, although such campaigns are far from gaining prime time visibility of the kind that depicting  immigrant criminality has been receiving for several years now.
The issue of immigrants and media need a lot of work and cooperation between the different parts that are involved in this issue that is to say the immigrant’s organizations, media and civil society organisations.  Also there are some important questions that should be asked and answered like how important are “old” media, such as television, radio and newspapers, and “new” media, such as Internet, satellite and cable television in the everyday lives of immigrants? Which are the most important information and entertainment channels for immigrants? What is the role of media in advancing social and political participation of immigrants in Greece? How do media participate in constructing transnational identity and dealing with questions of belonging and otherness? How do media succeed in creating a feeling of belonging and participating both for different immigrant groups and for the local mainstream population? These are questions to deal with in order to find out the best ways in which migrant organizations present their case about migrant interests to the media.
